Considerations for Writing Text-dependent  Questions for Close Analytic Reading
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· Identify the core understandings and key ideas.

· Include opening questions to orient students to the text and provide confidence.

· Craft questions based on powerful academic words and text structures connected to the key ideas. 

· Develop questions that support tough sections of text presenting the greatest difficulty for deep understanding.

· Sequence the series of questions to build toward deeper analysis.

· Identify which standards are aligned with the questions. 
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
